 This program is for full-year youth Ambassadorship, including attending high school in another country. You will be hosted by a Rotary District and Rotary Club. You will live with a family or families in your host nation.

Where will I go?  At this time Rotary District 6110 has contacts for exchange in Poland, Mexico, Brazil, Ecuador, Bolivia, Argentina, Philippines, India, Taiwan, Thailand, Japan, Germany, France, Austria, Hungary, Czech and Slovak Republics, Russia, Italy, Peru, Belgium, Turkey, Paraguay, Romania, Kyrgyzstan, French-speaking Switzerland, and German-speaking Switzerland.

	What does it cost?  LESS than it costs most parents to keep the student at home! If you are selected for the program, the cost to you and your parents would be about:

· $200 Application and Interview Weekend Fee which is non-refundable (if you attend the district-level interviews the first weekend in December, location to be announced.)

· $3875 Flat Fee

· Approximately $500 Emergency Fund which covers emergencies, such as the deductible on your health insurance if you need medical treatment while overseas. (The hosting district sets the amount of the Emergency Fund, so the amount varies.)

· Cost of Passport

· Cost of Visa (Note: In most cases, the Visa-related expenses include several color passport size photos, a trip to the host country's consulate in the US for an interview, any required inoculations, etc.)

· Plus any monthly spending money that your parents chose to give you
Who Pays?
  Parents -- who can actually save money (as opposed to the cost of keeping the student at home) at the same time that they give their child an unparalleled "leg up" in the world!  Most students can CLEP out of 8 - 28 hours of foreign language class at the university level -- that's the equivalent of approximately $1600 - $5600 in college tuition at $200/credit hour.

	What's in it for the student?   
A new maturity, typically reaching the "emotional age" of someone in his or her mid-20s; A new confidence in oneself and a new personal world-view; Proficiency in a second language; CLEP out of 8-28 credit hours of college language (a college tuition savings worth $1600-$5600, approximately!); World-wide networking! Rotarians are professional people, owners or senior managers, in business or government - Rotary Exchange Students develop life-long relationships with influential people in the region of the country they visit; a major advantage as a natural recruit for an international company; the opportunity to serve by promoting PEACE THROUGH UNDERSTANDING - our main goal!
Who benefits? 
· the student,

· the parents sending the student overseas,

· the host parents,

· the sponsoring country (USA),

· the hosting country,

· the people who meet the student while he/she is abroad, and

· the people who meet the student once he/she returns the USA.

· January 29-30, 2010:      YE Conference in Tulsa

· March - April 2010:          Find out your host country (date varies by host district)

· May - June 2010:             Find out your host city/family, etc (date varies by host district)
· June 2010:                       5-day Orientation Camp (Siloam Springs, AR)

· June - July 2010:            Apply for visa (must receive overseas paperwork first)
· July - September 2010:  Departure (date determined by hosting district)

· June - July 2011:             Return to USA (date varies depending on host country)

· August  5-7, 2011:           Reunion Weekend (Mount Vernon, TX)  with camp friends
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What do overseas host families provide?   

Family atmosphere, room, food, travel (only if the family goes on vacation while you are there), and transportation to and from school.
What do overseas host clubs provide?   

Monthly stipend (amount varies) ; meals at Rotary club meetings 1 - 4 times per month; Counselor, who is to be the student's best friend and advocate for the full year; interaction with club members and their families, opportunities to participate in club's service projects, etc.
What 
are the restrictions?  
Be age 15 -18.5 when school begins overseas; be a good ambassador; adhere to RYE rules, some of which are: no drinking of alcohol, no Driving, no "steady" dating, and no use of illegal or non-prescribed drugs.
