ROTARY HUNTING ADVENTUROUS STUDENTS

The local Rotary Club is interviewing high school students who may qualify to attend secondary school overseas for one year as part of an international student exchange program. Children of non-Rotarians and children of Rotarians are welcome to apply.


To qualify, a student should be between the ages of 15 and 18.5 years old, in the upper-third of his or her academic class, of good character and emotionally stable, and be in good physical condition.  Most importantly, he or she must be able and willing to be a good ambassador.

The student or the student’s family is expected to pay travel and insurance costs, expenses related to preparation, and provide a refundable $500 emergency fund.  A $200 selection fee is required with the completed application.   Once students are accepted into the program, costs are about $3875 plus any spending money the parents choose to give the students. Room, board, schooling, and a monthly stipend are provided by the host Rotary Club and/or family. It is generally accepted that Rotary runs the oldest, least expensive, best-supervised Youth Exchange program in the world.

Rotary students may go to any one of 80 countries, including Australia, Malaysia, Czech Republic, Slovak Republic, Poland, Taiwan, Brazil, Japan, Argentina,   Mexico, Thailand, Hungary, Ecuador, Germany, France, the Philippines, Switzerland, Austria, Chile,   and the Netherlands. Annually 8,000 students from more than 80 countries take part in exchanges sponsored by Rotary clubs worldwide. Recently, Rotary Clubs in our district sent students to Taiwan(2),  Brazil (2), Switzerland, France,  Italy, Philippines,  Australia, Slovakia, Turkey, and Paraguay. And, Rotary clubs in our area are hosting students from:  Australia, Brazil, France, Italy, Paraguay, Romania, Slovakia, Switzerland, Taiwan(2), and Turkey.
The local Rotary Club is also interested in finding host families for future incoming students.  Thus applicants are required to provide the names of 3 families who agree to host while the student is overseas.

The local Rotary Club will need your student’s application before Nov 1st for the long-term program. They begin interviews in the month of November, and the regional Rotary district will conduct final interviews in early December.  Students accepted to the program will be notified in mid-December. It can take from several weeks to a several months to match students with a host country.  Students will begin their exchanges late summer.
