ROTARY HUNTING ADVENTUROUS STUDENTS

The local Rotary Club is interviewing high school students for Rotary International’s Short-Term Exchange Program (STEP) until December 15th.  The exchange usually takes place over  3 – 5 weeks in the summer. Children of non-Rotarians and children of Rotarians are welcome to apply.

STEP is unique among exchange programs in that an American student and an exchange student from another country  are often paired up for the exchange, with both students spending part of the summer together in the USA with the American student’s family  and then part of the summer together overseas with the other student’s  family.  However, families are not required to host.

All qualified students are invited to apply.  It is generally accepted that Rotary runs the best-supervised and least expensive international youth exchange program in the world.

A student must be between the ages of 15 and 19 and be the type of student who will be a good ambassador for America. The student's family is often eager to host a student from their son or daughter's host family. To provide international Rotary youth exchange leaders with the flexibility they need to arrange an exchange, students applying must have an open schedule for the coming summer and must be willing to be flexible on when and where the exchange will take place.

The fixed fee portion of the cost (administrative costs, insurance, orientation, and business cards) is $450.  Families will have the expense of airfare and passports. The average cost of airfare for the 2008 exchanges was less than $2000.

Each year countries throughout the world, including those in Europe, Asia, and Latin America, invite Americans for reciprocal summer exchanges.  Whenever possible, district youth exchange leaders try to arrange exchanges to requested countries. Generally, countries in the northern hemisphere have school vacation schedules that are more compatible with those in the United States.

Or, students may e-mail anyone on the District 6110 YE Team from anywhere on the Web site, and the team leaders will direct students to a local Rotarian who can assist them.

The Rotary club in your town must submit the completed application to the District 6110 Youth Exchange offices before January 1. The District 6110 Rotary YE leaders will conduct final interviews shortly thereafter then begin seeking exchanges for those accepted to the program.
